Education    
 
� Teach environmentally responsible actions through a series of presentations in-class, on-
site, and community fairs: 
Public Schools:  5,800 individuals, 2 school districts 
Private Schools:  520 individuals 
Adults: 110 teachers, 4,000 other adults 
Note: The above numbers do not include people reached through broadcast media campaigns 
which include radio announcements, the District’s library of infomercials regularly airing on 
cable television, the District web site, and our new Facebook and Twitter sites. 
 
Waste Reduction    

 
� Recycling diverted 3,391 tons of materials from final disposal (landfill and incinerators). 
 Examples of materials that virtually never decay in a landfill 

Plastics- 281 tons = 5M plastic 2 liter bottles or 1.9M plastic milk jugs 
 Glass- 670 tons = 8.6M beer bottles; 961T wine bottles 
 Metal- 201 tons = 14.1M cans 
 Oil- 8,519 Gal= 203 Barrels  

 
 
Electronics Recycling  

 
� “Just A Dollar” Electronics Program diverted 123 tons of electronics.   
 123 tons = 119,786 laptops  

or  22,363 computers  
or  6,574  27” TV’s
